What is  

Spiritual Direction? 

Spiritual direction is the ministry of 

listening, discernment, and prayer in a 

confidential setting of encouragement 

and compassion. 

An individual offering spiritual      

direction is a spiritual companion, 

helping to discern the movement of 

God in another’s life.  

Like you, a spiritual director is a 

spiritual seeker, someone who can 

walk with you on a journey of      

discovery and growth. This enables 

you to pay attention to God’s    

personal communication with you, to 

respond to this personally        

communicating God, and to grow in 

intimacy with God. 

Ultimately, your real Spiritual     

Director is God’s Spirit, who has 

walked with you from the beginning 

and will continue to do so as you 

seek His presence and guidance.

Behind you to encourage you, 

Above you to watch over you,
